The city will provide
child-rearing households with benefits in order to
reduce their financial burdens.

Eligible Children: m

Children who were born between April 2, 2004
and March 31, 2023 and who fall under either one
of the following items:

1. Children who were registered as Nagaoka
residents as of June 27, 2022

2. Children who were born on June 28, 2022 or
later and were registered as Nagaoka residents
after moving into Nagaoka City

Amount of the benefit: ¥20,000/eligible child

Application Procedures:

- For guardians receiving the city’s child allowances:
After receiving a notice about the benefit,
guardians will receive their benefits in their
registered bank account by the middle of August
2022. Applications are not necessary.

- For households with high school students:
Application forms will be sent to high school
students’ residences by the middle of August
2022. Fill out the application form and submit it
to our office using the enclosed return envelope.

Individual Number Card?

If you have an individual number card, it can make things

more convenient. For example:

* You can get your residence certificate at a convenience store
with your individual number card.

* You can use your individual number card in place of your
health insurance card.

* You can get support benefits from the national government
more quickly in cases of disasters.

If you apply for your individual number card by the end of
September 2022, you can get a maximum of ¥20,000 points/
person. These points can be used for cashless transactions.
