　 International students who:
    ① are enrolled as graduate or undergraduate students in colleges, 
         universities, or graduate schools in Niigata Prefecture.
    ② are good speakers of Japanese or English.
    ③ are able to commit themselves to this project for a minimum of one year.
    ④ can lead active interactions with participants.

　Compensation
    ・Honorarium for presentations: ￥8,000 per session 
        (withholding a 10.21% income tax)

    ・Honorarium for briefing with a host school: ￥1,000 
        (withholding a 10.21% income tax)  

    ・Transportation expenses will be provided for international  students living
        outside of the city boundary.
    ・Transportation expenses will not be provided for your screening interview.
